During Bibi's Meeting with Hussein Obama - Children's Shouts of Joy at Adurayim
 
            Yesterday, the deserted IDF camp at Adurayim, in which any trace of Jewish life was obliterated, and that was abandoned by the IDF a few months ago, was filled with the joyous laugther of children and their mothers from the entire Judea region.

 

            Dozens of mothers and their children came to Adurayim yesterday, Tuesday, July 6, just at the time of Bibi's meeting with President Obama, to send a clear message: We are continuing to settle and dwell everywhere in Eretz Israel.

 

            Within seconds, mats were spread out, and a story hour with puppets riveted the children's attention to the storyteller Simha Eliyahu from Givat ha-Avot in the city of the Patriarchs, Hebron.

 

            On another mat, a white sheet was spread out, with a depiction of the map of Eretz Israel. Paints were poured into trays, and under the guidance of Yehudit Eisenberg, the children threw all their energy into painting - on one side, the sea in  blue, in the middle the mountain ridge in brown, Jerusalem in gold, and Adurayim in blue and white.

 

            Those on another mat waited patiently for the creations of Eleazar Brandt the wonderful balloon man, who inflated the balloons and turned them into different shapes on request. Within a few minutes the children were going about with balloons on their heads, a sword balloon in their hand, with a cute cat, and lots more. The older children painted slogans on the walls of the camp, including: "Eretz Israel for the People of Israel," "Jewish Adurayim!"

 

            While the children were at work, the mothers heard a lecture on relevant matters: Tisha be-Av, the Destruction and its causes.

 

            When the IDF arrived at the site, everyone was deeply engrossed in the activities, and all that was left for the soldiers to do was to have some cookies and a drink of water. Since we have started coming to Adurayim every week, the soldiers have gotten used to the return of Jewish life there.

 

            We reiterated our demand to the commanders that a full Jewish presence must be restored at Adurayim - an end must be put to the defense and national breach that was made upon the abandonment of the camp, for which the police officer Yehoshua Sofer, may he be avenged, paid with his life. The IDF's abandonment of the camp contains a very dangerous message - and the Arabs lost no time in translating this message into murder.

 

            The representatives of the settlements in the plenum of the Southern Hebron Hills Regional Council promised to put on the agenda the issue of manning Adurayim once again.
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
