In Netzer: the trees have been planted, and the message that Jews are in Netzer , is starting to be understood

Yesterday, Friday, a lecture was held in NETZER, in Gush Etzion, by Shimon Yitzhak, who fought in the liberation of Jerusalem. His fascinating lecture gave us more details as to the important role of the Jerusalem Brigade during the war.

Netzer is the area between Alon Shvut and Elazar where we are fighting to safeguard the State lands from Arab take-over. Over the past months, thanks to our activities, funded by Women in Green's Yibaneh Fund for building and development in the hills of Judea, the Jewish stronghold over Netzer has increased. We have organized lectures, planting of trees, tours by car and by foot etc…

The Arabs, continue to work the lands that are in their possession, but they feel the Jewish presence and they do not dare take over more lands.

The IDF too has, for the time being, stopped taking down our flags and Netzer signs that we put up on the main road. They even gave us back the signs that they had confiscated on a weekly basis.

Netzer is just an example of the struggle we Jews have to safeguard our lands- a struggle that takes place all over, in the Negev, the Galil, Judea and samaria and Jerusalem. In all those places Arabs are working hard to take away our land. The Civil administration and security forces don't care about Arabs taking away Jewish land, they only look out for Jewish building and thus-the safeguarding of our lands has become the responsibility of each and one of us.

We have to open our eyes to what is happening around us. Each and every community should plan with the person in charge of the lands (the "pakach karkaot) how to safeguard the lands around our communities and thus safeguard the future development of our communities.
