It isn't easy to get people out of the house before Pesah.

Everyone is busy with the preparations for the holiday of going forth from slavery to freedom.

 

But not Women in Green. Several dozen people went out yesterday, 2 Nisan (March 17), for a round of Zionist shopping to economically strengthen the commercial center in Yad Binyamin, that is populated mainly by those expelled from Gush Katif.

 

Rabbi Hadaya, the rabbi of Gadid, delivered a survey of the situation of the expellees, greeted those present, and encouraged us to make purchases.

 

In Shekef the survey was given by Lieutenant-Colonel Moshe Peled, the director of the construction project in east Lachish, where four new settlements will be built for the expellees and others.

 

Moshe Peled had high praise for the mobilization of the expellees to establish a new region.

 

In Amatziah we met with Rinah Ackerman, who was expelled from Neveh Dekalim, and who described the hard life after the expulsion, the hope to return to Gush Katif, and the need to struggle.

 

The tour ended in Negohot, where Yehudit Ben-David told of the destruction of her home, and its rebuilding, for the third time.

Yehudit is a strong woman, and she infused all of us with new powers through her moving account of destruction and building, destruction and building, of children being raised in the joy of the building of Eretz Israel.

 

Throughout the entire tour the participants enjoyed the beauty and uniqueness of Eretz Israel - the red and yellow blossoming, the abundant greenery in this season, the transition from the landscape of the coastal plain to the hill country, looking out from the Judean hills to the Mediterranean Sea - all within distances of only a few kilometers. We thank tourguide Chaim Makovsky for his interesting and educational guiding.

 

The next tour, God willing, will be on Rosh Hodesh Iyar: to the Jewish compounds within Jerusalem, and of course, the renewed Hurvah Synagogue, as well.
